Park Cleanup

On May 8th, we do not have access to the school where we usually meet. We will take
advantage of this time to clean up the parks that surround the school. Therefore, Cubs should
come wearing clothes appropriate for the weather and appropriate for cleaning up.

Rockets

Once again, we will be working on building rockets and learning to fly them. This activity, besides
being a lot of fun, counts towards our Pack specialty badge. This year, we are flying the Estes
Sky Writer 2, a rocket different than the ones flown in previous years.

The cost for this activity is 20$ and includes a rocket kit and all supplies needed for two flights.
The fee will be collected on May 15th, the evening when we start building the rockets.

We will concentrate on rocket building on the meetings of May 15 and 22. We will also cover
some theory of flight and safety rules relating to this activity.



On May 29th, the Pack is meeting at Hogs Back Park for flying our rockets. On that night, Cubs
that have completed their rocket will have a chance to fly their rocket twice. This is also the last
regular meeting and it is a good way to celebrate the end of the Cub year.

Camp Preparation

On May 22nd, part of the meeting will be devoted to Spring Camp preparation. We ask that, for
each Cub planning to attend the camp, at least one parent stay for the meeting. We will go over
the details for the camp as well as the equipment required.

General Burns Family Fun Day

24th, from 12 to 3PM. As in previous years, sections from our Scout Group will attend and run
some activities.
